Prepositional Phrases

- __start with a preposition

- _must contain a noun (the object of the prep)__
- _tell adjective and adverb information___

Examples

____He hid under his bed.

____Johnny kicked the ball to his brother.



Appositive Phrases

- Tell__noun and adjective information

Examples

__Kevin, the president, ate at the White House.

__Earth, the only planet in our solar system known to support
life, is sometimes called the third rock from the sun.

Gerund Phrases

- Beginwith _= lng verbs

- Functionas __NOUNS

Example:

Ethan avoided doing his homework because Purdue was playing IU.

Participle Phrases

- Beginwith __-ing or -ed verbs

- Function as _adjecﬁves

Examples

-Water drained slowly in the pipe clogged with dog hair.

-Shouting with happiness, Mr. Frost celebrated his science

fair victory.



Infinitive Phrases

- Beginwith _T0o + verb

- Functionas __nouns, adjectives, or adverbs___

Examples:

Alec hopes to win the approval of Mr. Sturgeon by watching

all six Star Wars movies.

The best way to survive Mr. Sturgeon's class is to do your

work

Gino is watching The Empire Strikes Back to understand Mr.
Sturgeon'’s obsession.

Clauses
Independent- _stand alone as complete sentences_

Dependent- __ can't stand alone

~Functionas __noun___, _adjective_, o _adverb_

- use___subordinating conjunctions

All sentence patterns can be found in either clause.



Sentence Types

Simple: _1 independent clause

Compound: 2 independent clauses

Complex: _1 independent clause & 1 or more dependent clauses_

Compound-Complex: 2 independent clauses & 1 or more
dependent clauses

__declaritive - statement
__imperative___ - command
__interrogative__ - question

__exclamatory_ - exclamation
